The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention have just removed Mali as a country of origin for cases 

of Ebola Virus Disease. As a result, we have updated the Ebola Virus Disease Response Plan to reflect 

that.  This change is effective immediately. 

 

As of today, case definition includes only the countries of Guinea, Liberia, and Sierra Leone.  As a result, 

the screening algorithms have also been updated and are attached to this Advisory.  Compliance with the 

updating screening questions is expected immediately and all updated documents remain available on the 

MLREMS EVD Page.   

 

All other aspects of this response plan remain unchanged and all resources on the EVD page have been 

updated accordingly.
